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From the Presiding Member Darren Keenan

Another busy year for the Kangaroo Island HAC in 2020-21. We have again
worked tirelessly on building the case and seeking outcomes for our five
prioriies (in no specific order);

e Aged Care facilities and services.

Mental Health.

Staff capacity, retention and workforce.
Kangaroo Island Health Service Masterplan.
Maintaining the current obstetrics services.

Significant time has been spent in 2020-21 working on or with those advancing these
priorities.

HAC members have assisted with numerous recruitment processes, initiated by
Katrina Seng, Director of Nursing and Midwifery, who has been building and shaping
the workforce at Kangaroo Island Health Service (KIHS). We acknowledge the
challenge of recruitment when housing and accommodation challenges exist.

Working with John Mannion, Executive Director of Breakthrough Mental Health
Research Foundation, we have supported delivery of Mental Health First Aider
training in Kingscote and Parndana, training 40 community members. More sessions
to come.

We continue to advocate with all representatives and leaders regarding the need for
increased and improved aged care facilities and services. This priority has a direct
link with the Masterplan for KIHS. The Master planning process has included
numerous meetings and public consultation sessions. At all stages during this
process, we have involved the community and key stakeholders, ensuring that we
can deliver the best possible outcomes. This Master planning has included
expansion of the Aged Care facilities.

At other levels KI HAC has supported numerous local health network (LHN)
engagements and initiatives, including strategic planning and the consumer and
community engagement strategy. KI HAC also contributes significant voluntary
service to LHN initiatives, including Presiding Members Forum, BHFLHN Tier 1
Consumer and Community Engagement Strategy Committee, workforce planning
and strategic planning.

During the bushfire recovery activities, the KI HAC has played an active role
including advocating to relevant agencies seeking the support and services needed
to assist in the recovery of Kangaroo Island. On top of the bushfire recovery came
COVID-19 exacerbating an already challenging situation.

We welcomed BHFLHN holding its Annual Public Meeting on Kangaroo Island in
October 2020. The significance of this opportunity was not lost on KI HAC members
and our community. Visiting the facilities and meeting with our staff and KI HAC
provides for a much deeper understanding of our circumstances, supporting
improved decisions and outcomes.
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K1 HAC supported the second Health and Wellbeing Forum, March 2021, another
community focused initiative to assist in improving knowledge and links with the
Island’s service providers.

COVID-19 vaccinations were delivered in June 2021 via a mass vaccination clinic,
supported by the Royal Flying Doctor Service. Another great demonstration of all
parties working together to support positive health outcomes.

Finally, we recognise that this has been a challenging period for all. We pay kudos to
all the staff at the Kangaroo Island Health Service, they have been extremely
professional and worked very hard in serving our community. We also acknowledge
the other services that support the health and wellbeing of our community, it requires
a holistic effortto support individuals on their life journey.

The Advisory Council was established to undertake an advocacy role on behalf of the community, to provide advice, and to
perform other functions as determined under the Act.

e advise on the health service needs, priorities and issues within the Local Area with particular emphasis upon those issues in
the context of consumers of health services, carers and volunteers

e ascertain the health needs of the Community and the attitude of the Community to the development of health services within
the Community

e advocate on behalf of the Community to support the planning and provision of health services as part of an integrated
statewide health system for the benefit of the Community

e hold assets for the benefit, purposes and use of, the Health Unit(s) on terms and conditions determined of approved by the
Minister

e undertake such other activities as the Advisory Council may determine for the benefit or support of health services in the
Local Area

The functions of the Advisory Council are to contribute significantly to the improved overall health status of all people by

acting as an advocate and providing advice about the provision of health services, health issues, goals, priorities, plans and other

strategic initiatives both inside and outside the Local Area.

Basis of preparation
These financial statements are general purpose financial statements prepared in compliance with:
e section 23 of the Public Finance and Audit Act 1987;
e Treasurer's Instructions and Accounting Policy Statements issued by the Treasurer under the Public Finance and Audit Act
1987; and
e relevant Australian Accounting Standards (with reduced disclosure requirements) applicable to not-for-profit entities, as the
Advisory Council is a not-for-profit entity.

The financial statements have been prepared based on a 12 month period and presented in Australian currency. All amounts in
the financial statements and accompanying notes have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($'000).

The historical cost convention is used unless a different measurement basis is specifically disclosed in the note associated with
the item measured.

Assets and liabilities that are to be sold, consumed or realised as part of the normal operating cycle have been classified as
current assets or current liabilities. All other assets and liabilities are classified as non-current.

Significant accounting policies are set out below or in the notes.

Taxation
The Advisory Council is not subject to income tax but is liable for goods and services tax (GST).

Income, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:

e when the GST incurred on a purchase of goods or services is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO), in
which case the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item applicable; and

e receivables and payables, which are stated with the amount of GST included.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included as part of receivables or payables in the Statement
of Financial Position.

Cash flows are included in the Statement of Cash Flows on a gross basis, and the GST component of cash flows arising from
investing and financing activities, which is recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is classified as part of operating cash
flows.

Depreciation
All non-current assets, that have a limited useful life, are systematically depreciated over their useful lives in a manner that
reflects the consumption of their service potential.

The useful lives and depreciation methods of all major assets held by the Advisory Council are reviewed and adjusted of
appropriate on an annual basis. Changes in expected useful life or the expected pattern of consumption of future economic
benefits embodied in the asset are accounted for prospectively by changing the time period or method, as appropriate.

Land and non-current assets held for sale are not depreciated.

Depreciation is calculated on a straight line basis over the estimated or revised remaining useful life of the following classes of
assets as follows:

Class of asset Useful life (years)

Buildings and improvements 40 - 80

Site improvements 40 - 80
Revaluation

All non-current tangible assets are valued at fair value after allowing for accumulated depreciation (written down current cost).
The Advisory Council revalues all land, buildings and site improvements on a regular cycle via a Certified Practicing Valuer.

If at any time, management considers that the carrying amount of an asset greater than $1 million materially differs from its fair
value, then the asset will be revalued regardless of when the last valuation took place.

Non-current tangible assets that are acquired between revaluations are held at cost, until the next valuation, when they are
revalued to fair value.

Any accumulated depreciation as at the revaluation date is eliminated against the gross carrying amounts of the assets and the
net amounts are restated to the revalued amounts of the asset.

Upon disposal or derecognition, any asset revaluation surplus relating to that asset is transferred to retained earnings.

Impairment

The Advisory Council holds its property assets for their service potential (value in use). Specialised assets would rarely be sold
and typically any costs of disposal would be negligible, accordingly the recoverable amount will be closer to or greater than fair
value. Where there is an indication of impairment, the recoverable amount is estimated. For revalued assets, fair value is
assessed each year.

There were no indications of impairment of property and infrastructure as at 30 June 2021.

Valuation of land and buildings
An independent valuation of land and buildings, including site improvements, was performed in March 2018 by a Certified
Practicing Valuer from AssetVal (JLT) Pty Ltd, as at 1 June 2018.

Fair value of unrestricted land was determined using the market approach. The valuation was based on recent market
transactions for similar land and buildings (non-specialised) in the area and includes adjustment for factors specific to the land
and buildings being valued such as size, location and current use.

Fair value of specific land and buildings was determined using depreciated replacement cost, due to there not being an active
market for such land and buildings. The depreciated replacement cost considered the need for ongoing provision of government
services; specialised nature of the assets, including the restricted use of the assets; the size, condition, location. The valuation
was based on a combination of internal records, specialised knowledge and acquisition/transfer costs.

About Kangaroo Island Health Advisory Council Inc Gift Fund Trust

Kangaroo Island Health Advisory Council Inc Gift Fund Trust (the Trust) was established by virtue of a deed executed between
the Department for Health and Wellbeing (the Department) and Kangaroo Island Health Advisory Council Inc (the Trustee).

The Trust does not control any other entity and has no interests in unconsolidated structured entities.

The Trust is controlled by Barossa Hills Fleurieu Local Health Network Inc.

Obijectives and activities
The Trust is a public ancillary fund and has been endorsed by the Australian Taxation Office as a Deductible Gift Recipient
(DGR).

The Trust is established to:

e seek, collect and administer donations and bequests, to be used for the benefit of the local area health services that are DGRs

e undertake fundraising activities, the proceeds from which are to be used for the benefit of the local area health services that
are DGRs

Basis of preparation
These financial statements are general purpose financial statements prepared in compliance with:
e section 23 of the Public Finance and Audit Act 1987;
e Treasurer's Instructions and Accounting Policy Statements issued by the Treasurer under the Public Finance and Audit Act
1987; and
e relevant Australian Accounting Standards (with reduced disclosure requirements) applicable to not-for-profit entities, as the
Trust is a not-for-profit entity.

The financial statements have been prepared based on a 12 month period and presented in Australian currency. All amounts in
the financial statements and accompanying notes have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($'000).

The historical cost convention is used unless a different measurement basis is specifically disclosed in the note associated with
the item measured.

Assets and liabilities that are to be sold, consumed or realised as part of the normal operating cycle have been classified as
current assets or current liabilities. All other assets and liabilities are classified as non-current.

Significant accounting policies are set out below or in the notes.

Taxation
The Trust is not subject to income tax but is liable for goods and services tax (GST).

Income, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:

e when the GST incurred on a purchase of goods or services is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO), in
which case the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item applicable; and

e receivables and payables, which are stated with the amount of GST included.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included as part of receivables or payables in the Statement
of Financial Position.

Cash flows are included in the Statement of Cash Flows on a gross basis, and the GST component of cash flows arising from
investing and financing activities, which is recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is classified as part of operating cash
flows.

Changes in accounting policy

The Trust did not change any of its accounting policies during the year.

Impact of COVID-19 pandemic
The COVID-19 pandemic has not had a material impact on the operations of the Trust and is not expected to do so in the future.
