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Antibacterial utilisation rates provided in this report are calculated using the number of defined daily
doses (DDDs) of the antibacterial class consumed each month per 1,000 occupied bed days.

Contributing hospitals are assigned to Australian Institute for Health and Welfare (AIHW) defined
peer groups.! Contributing hospitals can find their de-identifying code via the NAUSP Portal
‘Maintain My Hospital’ drop-down menu.

DDD values for each antimicrobial are assigned by the World Health Organization based on the
“assumed average maintenance dose per day for the main indication in adults”. DDDs are reviewed
annually by the WHO as dosing recommendations change over time.
