2021-22 has been a challenge on a number of levels within the Northern Yorke
region as we navigate a pathway with COVID-19 in our lives.

We are lucky to have the Mayor of Copper Coast
Council continue with the HAC and a few new members of very high calibre,
including Local Member of Parliament, Fraser Ellis MP.

Sadly, the Northern Yorke Private Hospital has ceased operations on the site, and
those rooms have been assimilated into the public hospital system. With the winding
up of the hospital in its final stages, indication has been from the Private Hospital
Board that the financial balances of the hospital will be given in faith to the NYPHAC
to use in projects within the health service with some constraints. This will allow the
HAC to work on some larger projects and allow for the development of some
facilities such as palliative care suites etc.

We, as a HAC, have also put in place a bursary to assist staff in developing skills
and improving the service delivered within the Wallaroo Hospital site. In addition, we
have recently gifted the hospital funds for upgrades to the Nurse's Quarters.

As we move into another year, the COVID-19 pandemic still forces us to look at
multiple mediums for meetings and health services in general.

We, as a HAC, have also recognised the contributions of all staff within the health
service with the distribution of 250 x $20 gift vouchers to them in recognition of those
services rendered in extremely difficult times since the start of the pandemic. Thank
you everyone.

About Northern Yorke Peninsula Health Advisory Council Inc (the Advisory Council)

The Advisory Council is a not-for-profit entity and was established as an incorporated advisory council under the Health Care
Act 2008 (the Act).

The financial statements include all controlled activities of the Advisory Council.
The Advisory Council does not control any other entity and has no interests in unconsolidated structured entities.

The Advisory Council is controlled by Yorke and Northern Local Health Network Inc.

Objectives and activities
The Advisory Council is established to undertake an advocacy role on behalf of the community, to provide advice, and to
perform other functions as determined under the Act.

The Advisory Council is established to:

e advise on the health service needs, priorities and issues within the Local Area with particular emphasis upon those issues in
the context of consumers of health services, carers and volunteers

e ascertain the health needs of the Community and the attitude of the Community to the development of health services within
the Community

e advocate on behalf of the Community to support the planning and provision of health services as part of an integrated
statewide health system for the benefit of the Community

e hold assets for the benefit, purposes and use of, the Health Unit(s) on terms and conditions determined as approved by the
Minister

e undertake such other activities as the Advisory Council may determine for the benefit or support of health services in the
Local Area

The functions of the Advisory Council are to contribute significantly to the improved overall health status of all people by acting

as an advocate and providing advice about the provision of health services, health issues, goals, priorities, plans and other

strategic initiatives both inside and outside the Local Area.

Basis of preparation
These financial statements are general purpose financial statements prepared in compliance with:
e section 23 of the Public Finance and Audit Act 1987;
e Treasurer's Instructions and accounting policy statements issued by the Treasurer under the Public Finance and Audit Act
1987 ; and
e relevant Australian Accounting Standards applying simplified disclosures

These are the first financial statements prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards - Simplified Disclosures.
In the prior year, the financial statements were prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards - Reduced
Disclosure Requirements.

There has been no impact on the recognition and measurement of amounts recognised in the statements of financial position,
profit and loss and other comprehensive income and cash flows of the Advisory Council as a result of the change in the basis of
preparation.

The financial statements have been prepared based on a 12 month period and presented in Australian currency. All amounts in
the financial statements and accompanying notes have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($'000). The historical cost
convention is used unless a different measurement basis is specifically disclosed in the note associated with the item measured.

Assets and liabilities that are to be sold, consumed or realised as part of the normal operating cycle have been classified as
current assets or current liabilities. All other assets and liabilities are classified as non-current.

Equity

The Advisory Council uses the asset revaluation surplus to record increments and decrements in the fair value of land and
buildings to the extent that they offset one another. Relevant amounts are transferred to retained earnings when an asset is
derecognised.

Changes in accounting policy
The Advisory Council did not change any of its accounting policies during the year.

Impact of COVID-19 pandemic
The COVID-19 pandemic has not had a material impact on the operations of the Advisory Council and is not expected to do so

in the future.

Contribution of services are recognised only when a fair value can be determined reliably and the services would be purchased if
they had not been donated.

Although not recognised, the Advisory Council also receives various administrative services from Yorke and Northern Local
Health Network Inc for nil consideration.

Property, plant and equipment

Acquisition and recognition

Non-current assets are initially recorded on a cost basis, and subsequently measured at fair value. Where assets are acquired at
no value, or minimal value, they are recorded at their fair value in the Statement of Financial Position. Where assets are acquired
at no or nominal value as part of a restructure of administrative arrangements, the assets are recorded at the value held by the
transferor public authority prior to the restructure.

The Advisory Council capitalises all non-current tangible assets that it controls valued at or greater than $10,000.

Depreciation
All non-current assets, that have a limited useful life, are systematically depreciated over their useful lives in a manner that
reflects the consumption of their service potential.

The useful lives and depreciation methods of all major assets held by the Advisory Council are reviewed and adjusted as
appropriate on an annual basis. Changes in expected useful life or the expected pattern of consumption of future economic
benefits embodied in the asset are accounted for prospectively by changing the time period or method, as appropriate.

Land and non-current assets held for sale are not depreciated.

Depreciation is calculated on a straight line basis over the estimated or revised remaining useful life of the following classes of
assets as follows:

Class of asset Useful life (years)

Buildings and improvements 40-80

Site improvements 40-80
Revaluation

All non-current tangible assets are valued at fair value after allowing for accumulated depreciation (written down current cost).
The Advisory Council revalues all land, buildings and site improvements on a regular cycle via a Certified Practicing Valuer.

If at any time, management considers that the carrying amount of an asset greater than $1 million materially differs from its fair
value, then the asset will be revalued regardless of when the last valuation took place.

Non-current tangible assets that are acquired between revaluations are held at cost, until the next valuation, when they are
revalued to fair value.

Any accumulated depreciation as at the revaluation date is eliminated against the gross carrying amounts of the assets and the net
amounts are restated to the revalued amounts of the asset.

Upon disposal or derecognition, any asset revaluation surplus relating to that asset is transferred to retained earnings.

Impairment

The Advisory Council holds its property assets for their service potential (value in use). Specialised assets would rarely be sold
and typically any costs of disposal would be negligible, accordingly the recoverable amount will be closer to or greater than fair
value. Where there is an indication of impairment, the recoverable amount is estimated. For revalued assets, fair value is
assessed each year.

There were no indications of impairment of property and infrastructure as at 30 June 2022.
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3.5 Valuation of land and buildings
An independent valuation of land and buildings, including site improvements, was performed in March 2018 by a Certified
Practicing Valuer from AssetVal (JLT) Pty Ltd, as at 1 June 2018.

Fair value of unrestricted land was determined using the market approach. The valuation was based on recent market
transactions for similar land and buildings (non-specialised) in the area and includes adjustment for factors specific to the land
and buildings being valued such as size, location and current use.

Fair value of specific land and buildings was determined using depreciated replacement cost, due to there not being an active
market for such land and buildings. The depreciated replacement cost considered the need for ongoing provision of government
services; specialised nature of the assets, including the restricted use of the assets; the size, condition, location. The valuation
was based on a combination of internal records, specialised knowledge and acquisition/transfer costs.

About Northern Yorke Peninsula Health Advisory Council Inc Gift Fund Trust (the Trust)

The Trust is a not-for-profit entity and was established by virtue of a deed executed between the Department for Health and
Wellbeing and Northern Yorke Peninsula Health Advisory Council Inc (the Trustee).

The financial statements include all controlled activities of the Trust.

The Trust does not control any other entity and has no interests in unconsolidated structured entities.

The Trust is controlled by Yorke and Northern Local Health Network Inc.

Objectives and activities
The Trust is a public ancillary fund and has been endorsed by the Australian Taxation Office as a Deductible Gift Recipient
(DGR).

The Trust is established to:
e seek, collect and administer donations and bequests, to be used for the benefit of the local area health services that are DGRs

e undertake fundraising activities, the proceeds from which are to be used for the benefit of the local area health services that
are DGRs

Basis of preparation
These financial statements are general purpose financial statements prepared in compliance with:
e section 23 of the Public Finance and Audit Act 1987;
e Treasurer's Instructions and accounting policy statements issued by the Treasurer under the Public Finance and Audit Act
1987; and
e relevant Australian Accounting Standards applying simplified disclosures

These are the first financial statements prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards - Simplified Disclosures.
In the prior year, the financial statements were prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards - Reduced
Disclosure Requirements.

There has been no impact on the recognition and measurement of amounts recognised in the statements of financial position,
profit and loss and other comprehensive income and cash flows of the Trust as a result of the change in the basis of preparation.

The financial statements have been prepared based on a 12 month period and presented in Australian currency. All amounts in
the financial statements and accompanying notes have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($'000). The historical cost
convention is used unless a different measurement basis is specifically disclosed in the note associated with the item measured.

Income, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:
e when the GST incurred on a purchase of goods or services is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO), in

which case the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item applicable; and
e receivables and payables, which are stated with the amount of GST included.

Cash flows include GST in the Statement of Cash Flows.

Assets and liabilities that are to be sold, consumed or realised as part of the normal operating cycle have been classified as
current assets or current liabilities. All other assets and liabilities are classified as non-current.

Changes in accountina policy
The Trust did not change any of its accounting policies during the year.
